The event last year was very successful, with the
Orchid Display winning the “Mabel Burnett Award for
Most Effective Display” and First in the Flower and
Garden Display Internal Studio. The members helping
out on the stand were kept very busy, answering many
and varied questions from the general public, and
handing out information sheets.

We will also be looking for members to help out as
stewards on this display, handing out Information
sheets, and answering questions from the Public. You

do not have to be there for the duration — there will be a
Roster System, usually for a half-day. If you are
available please let Barry or Ann Kable know.

We will also be looking for plants to include in the
Display, so please contact Barry Kable if you have
something that might be suitable.

Orchid Competition at the EKKA

The 140th Royal Queensland Show is on from Friday
11 August to Sunday 20 August 2017 inclusive. There
will be a Potted Plants Competition covering 26
classes, including the following 7 classes for orchids:

Cattleya Hybrid

Dendrobium Hybrid

Paphiopedilum including Phragmipedium Hybrids
Vandaceous including Phalaenopsis Hybrids
Australian Native Hybrid

Any Other Genera Hybrid

Species Any Genera

Prizes will be: First - $15 and certificate; Second - $7
and certificate; Third - $5 and certificate. Overall
champion will win $100.

Entries are open now and will close at 5pm on 4
August 2017. If you have a plant that you think
might be out in time for the Ekka, put the name
forward to the RNA. However, if the plant isn’t out
or suitable for showing, it won’t be a problem if you
don’t take it along. Entry fee is $15.00 (non-member
of RNA), which will include an exhibitor pass. There is
no limit on the number of entries other than a maximum
of 3 entries per class.

BAR CODING LABELS
FOR PLANT SALES

The Bar Code Labels Request Form which Members will
need to use to order Plant Sales Bar code Labels for the
Spring Show 2017 will be available at the Entry table at
the next few meetings, or are available from the website.

Remember, it will be a requirement to have these
barcode labels on your pots, as this is the only
method our Plant Sales Staff will be using to process



the sale of your plants. You can still put the “old style”
information Tags on your plants with whatever
information you want eg species, colour etc.

WE ASK THAT MEMBERS PLEASE FILL OUT THIS
FORM AS SOON AS IS PRACTICABLE, AND RETURN
TO RAY GIRDLESTONE, EITHER BY EMAIL OR AT A
MEETING. PLEASE DO NOT LEAVE IT TO THE LAST
MINUTE, AS THESE TAKE TIME TO PRINT AND
RETURN TO YOU.

It will be extremely difficult to supply these on the
afternoon of Show Set-up — there will not be enough
time to enter the details, print the labels and upload
the information to the Cash Registers.

The contact details on the form are Important, so that
Ray can contact the member if there is an issue, or to let
the member know when they are ready for collection.

The most important information required is the number of
labels required for each dollar value. Any labels you do
not use for the Spring Show can be used at any
EDOS Inc show in the future.

Plant Labels - It is very important when

benching plants that labels are easy to read and
correct. A clearly written label makes it much easier for
everyone to read, and avoids the possibility of a plant
being given an incorrect name on the Prize Cards and
in Competition Results, or even placed in the incorrect
category.
For any members who are unsure of, or would like to
confirm that their plant labels are correct before
benching, (either spelling or registration of crosses)
EDOS will have available on Friday night prior to
benching of plants, the Orchidwiz database for
members to check their labels. Please see Ann Kable
or Janelle Girdlestone.

Member Number — If you are unsure of your
Member Number, please speak to either Ann Kable or
Janelle Girdlestone. This number needs to be used if
you are benching and/or selling plants.

Show Attendance Register - - It is EDOS Inc.
policy that ALL persons attending; exhibiting; benching
or selling orchid plants at the Spring Show sign the
EDOS Inc. Attendance Register, so please make sure
you sign when you arrive at the Hall.

If it is not a plant in the condition you would consider
purchasing yourself, then please do not put it up for
sale!

As per our By-Laws, -refer in particular to EDOS Inc By-
Laws 5.6 and 5.7 - plants which are deemed to be of an
unsuitable standard will be removed from the Sales
Tables.

Cultural Award June Meeting

Paphiopedilum Leeanum

This orchid is a primary hybrid, being a cross between
Paphiopedilum insigne x Paphiopedilum spicerianum. It
lives in the Bushhouse alongside the Cattleyas and

Dendrobiums, under 50% shadecloth. It is currently
potted in a plastic washup dish, about 350 mm across,
because | couldn’t find a pot big enough! Once it
started flowering, | moved it under cover to protect the
flowers from damage. | fertilise once a month with a
mix of Seasol and Powerfeed, other than that it gets
“whatever whenever”.

| didn’t think it was possible to have a black orchid
flower, but there was one orchid on the bench at the
last meeting that was so close! It was Fredclarkeara
After Dark 'SVO Black Pearl'. It was absolutely
stunning.

The contrast between the different orchid genera on the
bench was amazing. Sitting next to the Fdk. After Dark
with its “medieval darkness” was Bulbophyllum Thai
Spider. lIts flowers were like a bunch of very delicate



white tenticles with pink/mauve trim and stems, in the
shape of a pompom. Sometimes it is hard to believe
that these are all the same type of plant - orchids.

Then there was the Paphiopedilum Leeanum — it was
massive! It had at least 24 individual flowers, an
absolute credit to the grower, and something for us all
to aspire to.
