Ekka 2019  
The 142nd ROYAL QUEENSLAND SHOW - aka The 
EKKA is here again – from 9 to 18 August, 2019. 
 
The Flower and Garden precinct has expanded every 
year since it moved up to the Old Museum at the 
Exhibition Grounds.  This will be the third year since the 
Potted Plants Competition was reintroduced, so we 
need it to be even bigger and better than last year. 
 
More support is needed from the plant community 
to keep the Plant Competition running, so please 
think about benching an orchid or foliage plant.  
The full schedule, along with the Entry Form, is on the 
Ekka website www.ekka.com.au/competitions/flower-
garden/potted-plants, along with the Rules and 
Conditions. 
 
Orchid Societies of South East Queensland have been 
offered a display site again this year.  This is a 
collaborative effort between all Orchid Societies in SE 
Queensland.  Your help will be needed by supplying 
orchids for the display.  Also, 2 shifts of 2 members a 
day (from across all Societies, not just EDOS Inc) will 
also be needed to assist on the display to answer 
questions from the public about orchid growing.  
Helpers will receive free entry to the Ekka on the day 
they are rostered on. Please phone Ann Kable 
(contacts below) if you are available to assist.   
 



Just in case anyone is unsure of having their plants on 
display for this length of time, be aware that amongst 
those who will be looking after this area for the duration 
of the Ekka will be Steward Anne Kable, Workforce 
member Ray Girdlestone and other growers who 
volunteer to assist.  This will all be over-seen by our 
own President and Honorary Council Steward Barry 
Kable. 
 
To minimise congestion at Old Museum Precinct there 
will be collection points for orchid plants for the display. 
The plants can then be loaded into suitable vans and 
delivered to the Ekka. If you are considering entering 
plants in the judged competition, it would be preferred 
that you organise to deliver your own benched plants.

Plants need to be 
stable in the pots and not show any insect damage, 
etc.  If it is not a plant in the condition you would 
consider purchasing yourself, then please do not 
put it up for sale! 
 
This was an issue at our Autumn Show, and as per our 
By-Laws, - refer in particular to EDOS Inc By-Laws 5.6 
– (in part “The Plant Sales Convener shall …..have the 
power to accept or reject any plants after consultation 
with …President, Show Captain or Chief Steward”), and 
By-Law 5.7 – (“All plants offered for sale shall be well 
established, clean and free from pests and diseases.”) - 
a number of plants were removed from the Sales 
Tables.

PLEASE NOTE:  There have been some changes 
made to the Show Schedule and General Conditions, 
so please have a read of these to ensure that you are 
aware of any changes that have been made.

Remember, it is a requirement to have these barcode 
labels on your pots, as this is the only method our 
Plant Sales Staff are using to process the sale of 
your plants.  You can still put the “old style” information 
Tags on your plants with whatever information you want 
eg species, colour etc.

Cultural Award and Plant of the 
Month ð June 2019  

 

Sartylis Jannine Banks ‘Brimbank’ 
 
I purchased a flask of 10 plants about 5 years ago, over 
the next 12 months I lost 7; however the 3 survivors 
started growing well and turned out to be robust plants. 
The first to flower was last year, that same plant is the 
one in flower today. The remaining 2 are now also in 
spike which I’m looking forward to seeing open over the 
coming months. 
The parents are Sarcochilus Fitzhart x Rhynchostylis 
gigantea, both of which I grow in the same orchid 

house. It’s always safe to assume if you can grow the 
parents successfully the offspring will too. 
 
They grow under 75% shade cloth on the northern side, 
watered twice a week and fertilized weekly with 
whatever I have on hand. The mix is ⅓ bark, ⅓ jumbo 
perlite and ⅓ coconut chip plus a little charcoal.

Plants Worth Noting June 2019 
 
For me, the plant worth noting at last month’s EDOS 
Meeting was Ken Haase’s Dendrobium Fantasyland 
‘Princess,’ an Australian Native hybrid.  Its parents are 
Den. Cherry Dance x Den. bigibbum.  I chose it as a 
plant of interest because of its profusion of delicate pink 
flowers and its popularity among orchid growers. 
 
Dendrobium Fantasy Land 'Princess' was cultivated by 
Mr. Sadao Kasahara and displayed at the Orchid Show 
2009 in Minuma Green Center (Saitama Prefecture, 
Japan). 
The plant obtained a Cultural Award at the EDOS 
monthly meeting of April 2014 and stood first in its class 
at the EDOS monthly meeting of June 2018. 
The owner grows it in a large shade-house covered by 
solar weave and shade mesh, thus giving it 60% 
overhead shade. The sides of the shade-house are 
covered by 50% shade mesh.
